As a host organization, in 2024 we welcomed as many as 93 short-term volunteers
and T long-term volunteers from around the world to support local initiatives, share
their skills and integrate with the residents of Leszno and the Leszno region.

Volunteers came to us from countries as diverse as Spain, Puerto Rico, France, Poland,
Luxembourg, Belarus, Syria, Bolivia, Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bangladesh, Egypt,
Gabon, Greece, Georgiq, Indig, Iraq, Ireland, Jordan, Latvia, Germany, Pakistan,
Portugal, Serbia, Sri Lanka, Tanzaniaq, Turkey, Ukraine, Hungary, Italy and Sweden.
Thanks to their commitment, we have been able to organize numerous events,
workshops and community initiatives.
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Our priority is to enable young people to gain experience abroad.
In 2024, we sent 3 people on group or long-term volunteering and 48 participants
took part in international youth exchanges.

We organized one youth exchange in Poland, while we took part in 10 foreign
projects as partners.

In 2024, we visited 39 schools and educational institutions, where we conducted
251 hours of lessons. Through our classes, children and young people had the
chance to learn about different cultures, learn how to cooperate in an
international team and discover the opportunities offered by EU programs.
